On 13" December 2015, the Government ordered the designation of 280 hectares of lands at
Balgaddy Clonburris, as a site fohe¢ establishment of Strategic Development Zone (SDZ). Order
2015 (S.1. No. 604 of 2015) designated the SDZ Lands on the basis of their economic and social
importance.

As the specified Development Agency, South Dublin County Council (SDCC) camiegstatutory
pre-draft consultation in Spring 2016 prior to publishing the Clonburris Strategic Development Zone
Draft Planning Scheme in September 2017. The Draft Planning Scheme was accompanied by a
Strategic Environmental Assessment (SEA), EnvironmerattRend an Appropriate Assessment

(AA) Screening Report. The public consultation programme for the Draft Planning Scheme took place
between late September 2017 and early November 2017 (includitae)public consultation

programme for the Proposed MatetiAlterations to the Draft Planning Scheme took place between

late March 2018 and late April 2018 (inclusiya)excess of 1,000 submissions were received in

total, throughout the three public consultation phases of the Clonburris SDZ.

Social Housing

All development shall comply with the requirements of Part V of the Planning and Development Act,
2000- 2016 (as amended) and with the Sohblin County Council Housing Strategy with regard to
the provision of Social and Affordable Housing (if further amended).

In accordance with Section 168 (4) of the Planning and Development Act 2006 (as amended)

and the South Dublin County Couhénterim Housing Strategy 201 &he following are the stated

objectives for the Planning Scheme:

1 To apply a 10% social housing requirement, pursuant to Part V of the Planning and Development
Act 2000- 2016 (as amended) to all sites in the Planning Schbateare solely for residential
use, or for a mixture of residential and other uses (save where the development qualifies for a
modified or amended obligation or is otherwise exempted);

1 To promote social integration and facilitate a diverse range of litvgelenures within housing
developments, including social housing; and

1 To ensure an appropriate distribution of new social housing, and to avoid an excessive
concentration of social housing.

Of the 151 hectares of Net Developable Area that are desigdaftor housing in the overall

planning scheme up to 39 hectares with a minimum of 20 hectares, or an equivalent share of
Council owned lands, will be provided for social and or affordable housing as defined by
Government policy and legislation. This coudee approximately 2,110 social and or affordable
houses spread evenly throughout the SDZ. In addition, developments covered by Part V of the
Planning and Development Act 2000, could yield approximately 627 social houses across the
Clonburris SDZ. South Diito County Council will also pursue additional social and affordable
houses on the Clonburris SDZ through any social and affordable housing initiatives available from
Government and in partnership with private land owners, developers and/or Approved Hogsin
Bodies. To facilitate the best possible integration of social and affordable housing into the overall
Planning Scheme the Council will actively explore land swaps with other land owners.

The SDZ lands amaiguelypositionedwithinthe-Metropolitan-Area-ofDublito benefit from a wide

range of existing and planned transport opportunities offered by the Kildare/Cork Railway Line, the
Grand Canal and an existing network of national, regional and local roads that are served by existing
bus lanes and planned Core Bus Corridors (CBCs), as well as existing local busaoetes. given

that many road routes are nearing full congestion péak hours, the SDZ cannot be allowed to add

to this congestion. It is therefore essential that additional infrastructure is delivered in a timely
manner in advance of and alongside each phase of housing development (see Sectfimaging).
